Each camper will receive hands-on instruction
from college coaches, based on the player’s level of skill and tactical
development.

ELITE CAMP

from coaches, based on skill and tactical development, as well as video
analysis of technical abilities. Goalkeeper training will be available. Each
camper will receive giveaway items.

PREMIER TRAINING CAMP (overnight)

Young women ages 15-18

Premier players will prepare for high-level high school soccer and the
college game by learning play strategies and tactices and refining their
technical abilities. Campers will “game play”twice daily, and goalkeeper
training will be available. Sessions will cover the mental and physical
aspects of the game to teach players the motivational skills required for
high-level competition. Premier Camp includes instruction in strength
and cardiovascular training and a session dealing with the college search
process.
